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Environmental laws frequently contain criminal enforcement provisions to complement provisions
for civil fines or other remedies. Violations of environmental laws are as likely to arise from a failure
to meet reporting obligations as from the failure to actually meet operational environmental
standards. Corporations, as well as individual corporate executives, face stiff punishments -
including incarceration - if convicted of environmental crimes.
